Frequently Asked Questions
About North Texas Library Partners (NTLP) Conferences

1. Registration fee: Registration for each conference is $15 until a specific date and $20 thereafter as well as at the door. The fee is waived for volunteers and for session leaders. Payment can be accepted as credit card online through PayPal (PayPal account not required), or check or money order payable to "NTLP Conference" or cash (at the NTLP office or at the conference – unless it’s sold-out). More information is available on the web.
2. Refunds: Cancellations received at NTLP up to 3 business days before the event date qualify for a 100% refund. Those received up to 24 hours before the event date qualify for a 50% refund. Cancellations received within 24 hours of the event date do not qualify for a refund.
3. Group Rates: Group rates are not available.
4. Exhibitors: Exhibit spaces are available at all four conferences. One lunch is provided with each space rental. Information for exhibitors and about exhibitors is provided on the website for each Special Interest Group.
5. Supporter exhibits: Exhibit spaces are available free to library support groups and to non-profit organizations whose mission relates to the conference theme. 
6. Lunch: A box lunch is provided for each registered attendee. Anyone with special dietary needs is asked to notify NTLP at the time of registration.
7. Attendance: Approximately 200 library personnel and supporters are expected to attend each conference. They will represent academic, public, school and special libraries, primarily from the 20-county TLA District 7/NTLP area and the surrounding DFW metroplex area, but attendees have come from all over the state as well as from Oklahoma.
8. Accessibility: The facility is wheelchair accessible. Contact NTLP at least 72 hours in advance if you have special needs which may impact your participation.
9. CPE/CE Hours: Each participant will receive a certificate of attendance. The number of possible CPE hours per NTLP conference varies from conference to conference, depending on how the committee chooses to structure the day. Generally, attendees may earn 5-6 CPE hours by attending the keynote, exhibits & 3-4 sessions during the day.
